     How does the Pop Tab Pandemonium Contest work?

This program helps pay for families and children who stay at the House while the child is receiving medical treatment at the hospital. Your support helps ensure that these families will continue to have a place to rest, relax, and recover together. Thank you! 

1. Save Pop Tabs! Anyone can participate so have your church groups, social clubs, friends, and family collect pop tabs throughout the school year. Pop tabs can be found on soda, soup, vegetables, tuna, and pet food cans. The contest will culminate on Thursday, April 19, 2012.  Participants can bring their tabs to the drop off location (TBD) and compete against other groups for the title of 2012 Pop Tab Pandemonium Champion! We will have various divisions, based on number of participants. There is also a school edition version of the contest that will occur on the same day, where elementary, middle schools and junior high students try to win a coveted pop tab trophy and school assembly. 
2. Register: In order to participate in the contest you must complete a Pop Tab Contest Registration Form and return to Emily Piechocki at emily@rmhclittlerock.org, fax to 501-374-2418, or mail to 1009 Wolfe Street, Little Rock, AR 72202 no later than April 13, 2012.  The groups that register will then receive the information and details about the pop tab drop-off day, location and time. 
3. Storage and Delivery: You must be present at the drop-off day on April 19, 2012 in Little Rock in order to participate in the contest. You must bring your tabs in garbage bags so they can be weighed properly. Please double bag the sacks in order to avoid rips and tears. 
4. Celebrate! The winner will be determined by the group that has the most pounds of tabs per person. The winner will receive:
· A trophy and bragging rights
· Recognition on the Ronald McDonald House Charities of Arkansas website
· The satisfaction of knowing that you helped children and families get through a time of medical crisis
